Do you own stock in a Las Vegas casino? If so, you already   
know that the Nevada gambling town has felt the crunch of the 
economic downturn. Well, guess who is coming to Vegas' rescue 
with its own bail-out plan? Bowling! You probably know this story 
already, because an estimated 150,000 people will visit Las          
Vegas from February to July when the Cashman Center is         
converted into one of the largest bowling establishments in Las 
Vegas. The U.S. Bowling Congress Open Championships kicked 
off with the Masters on Feb. 9-15. Competition among more than 
85,000 bowlers on 17,200 teams began on Feb. 21 and runs 154 
straight days through July 24. Cashman then hosts the World 
Tenpin Women's Championships July 25-Aug. 3.  The 85,000 
bowlers and estimated 65,000 friends, families and supporters 
who visit Las Vegas will represent an estimated $75 million to 
$100 million boost to the local economy.  Work began Dec. 15 to 
build the 60-lane bowling center at Cashman hall. Workers are 
using enough wood to build five three-bedroom homes and six 
miles of wiring on the temporary center.

The USBC Women's Championships will undergo major format 
changes in 2010 when the event is pared from five divisions to 
three - named Diamond, Ruby and Sapphire - and opens in a 
specially constructed arena setting in El Paso, Texas. One of    
the primary goals in the format change is to boost the prize fund 
to create more excitement, and the plan is for approximately 52% 
of the entry fee to go to the prize fund, while approximately 48% 
would be applied to expenses. The past couple of years, 45%     
of the entry fee has gone to the prize fund, while 55% went to 
expenses.
