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Late-breaking news:  

Bowling's Olympic hopes have been dashed once again 

 2ND WORLD SENIOR CHAMPIONSHIPS

     On Sunday, Sept. 27, the 2020 Tokyo Olympic Games organizing committee announced it will recommend 

baseball/softball, surfing, roller sports, karate and sport climbing to the IOC for including in the 2020 Games. 

Failing to make the cut were Bowling, Squash and Wushu. 

     The decision isn't much of a surprise to many bowling enthusiasts who have followed the sport's 

unsuccessful bids for Olympic recognition for decades, but I have to admit, it upsets me. Really upsets me. It 

showcases the weaknesses of bowling in convincing the world that it is, in fact, a real sport...and it reaffirms the 

Olympic Games' double-standards. 

     While there is no guarantee the IOC leadership, when it meets to accept/reject Japan's recommendations 

next year in Rio de Janeiro, what is clear about the five sports moving forward is a pronounced youth 

movement. 

     Baseball/softball isn't much of a surprise. After the IOC bounced those sports out of the Olympic program 

following the 2008 Beijing Games - in great part because Major League Baseball refused to send its best 

players to the Games - the huge popularity of baseball in Japan influenced the decision. While MLB continues 

to insist it won't suspend competition in order for its stars to compete in the 2020 Olympics, Japanese interests 

apparently are content that former major leaguers will serve that purpose. 

     Karate? Also no big surprise. It's a popular martial arts sport throughout the Asian rim, with deep roots in 

Japan. And it's much more popular among younger people. But karate has made almost as many failed 

attempts to get into the Olympics as bowling has made.   (cont. on page 3)

The World Senior Championships debuted in 2013 in Las Vegas NV and 

the 2nd 2015 Championships at Sam’s Town in Las Vegas saw two 

California standouts among the winning team. Top senior bowlers over age 

50 competed in the event with more than 200 men and women from 33 

countries vying for medals. 

 

Team USA Women's Team (Tish Johnson, Robin Romeo, Lucy Sandelin 

and Paula Vidad) qualified with a 4861 and went on to defeat Australia in 

the semifinals 821 to 707 earning a spot in the finals. Team USA then 

bowled Mexico in the finals and came away from a close match with the 

gold medal winning 785-754. Tish Johnson brought home one gold and two 

bronze medals. Tish Johnson and her doubles partner Robin Romeo took 

home the bronze.

     Surfing? It requires special skills, and it requires 

surf, as in high waves. It's not a terribly popular sport 

in land-locked nations, or those with sweeping deserts. 

I've never heard of an accomplished surfer from 

Iceland either, but then again, other than admiring 

some of the stunning photography created by the 

sport, I don't pay that much attention. 

     Roller sports? This one will involve inline speed 

skating (similar to speed skating on ice) and 

skateboarding (similar to snowboarding in the winter 

games). Both disciplines have gained in popularity 

among young people because of the X Games. And 

apparently roller sports are becoming popular in South 

American and temperate countries that are shut out of 

the Winter Olympics because they never see snow. 

     Sport climbing? This one really hit me between the 

eyes. Only after watching a couple episodes of 

"American Ninja Warrior" this summer (because there 

wasn't much of anything else to watch on TV) did I get 

some appreciation of what "sport climbing" is all about. 

The sport, if it moves into the Olympic program, will 

involve three disciplines - sport, bouldering and speed 

- for men and women. 

     I'm guessing one of those would be something like 

zooming up a rock-climbing wall? 

     Anyway, what really struck me is statistics on the 

"International Federation of Sport Climbing" website.  

The IFSC notes it had 1,878 licensed athletes in 2014 

(706 of which were women) from 62 countries. Their 

media age was 19. 

     Bowling? We don't want to talk about our median 

age. But the fact that sport climbing has roughly half 

as many registered competitors in the entire world as 

we had youth bowlers entered in the 2015 Junior Gold 

Championships suggest there is a large void in 

bowling's credibility in the eyes of the Olympic 

leadership. 

     A statement by the Tokyo Organizing Committee 

released to Associated Press-Japan said, "This 

package of events represents both traditional and 

emerging, youth-focused events, all of which are 

popular both in Japan and internationally. This will 

serve as a driving force to further promote the Olympic 

movement and its values.“ 

     Now what? We either quit trying to get bowling into 

the Olympic Games, or we figure out what we need to 

do to tell our story in a way the IOC will understand the 

injustice it has inflicted on millions of bowlers around 

the world. I prefer we not quit.

IBC Youth Committee Meeting

take a tour of the facility on a weekend while it was 

closed. In the last few years, the IBC Youth Committee 

has changed many rules, but this is meeting did not 

involve reviewing rules and regulations. USBC 

Executive Director Chad Murphy began the meeting by 

summarizing the main events of youth bowling in 2014. 

He reported that the six people on the review field 

discovered that there are not enough youth programs 

across the United States. According to the data, in the 

3,372 bowling centers running last year there were not 

enough youth directors to promote youth bowling. 

Currently, the biggest annual youth event is Junior Gold 

Championships, which awarded over $300,000 in 

scholarships to one in seven athletes last year.  

     PEPSI Youth Championship is a primary benefit of 

being a USBC youth member and is a tournament in 

which all youth bowlers can participate without paying 

an additional fee for league-level qualifying. While many 

of the state and national tournaments are scratch, 

PEPSI allows officials to run handicap and scratch 

divisions side by side. We appreciate all of the hard 

work volunteers do taking time out of their busy 

schedules.  California is a great example because we 

advertise the scratch division like a side pot for an  

extra $5.  

     Junior Gold was broadcast on CBS Sports Network, 

which is the same network used for collegiate bowling, 

and will likely continue annually. With the popularity of 

Junior Gold the challenge is enough nearby bowling 

centers to host the large event without changing the 

format of the tournament. It is not a problem now but the 

youth committee anticipates it will be in 2018. It is clear 

that the sport of bowling is not dead. Because youth 

directors and volunteers make it their duty to host 

leagues and tournaments all year round, SMART 

scholarships abound and every penny of it makes a 

difference in the future success of a youth bowler. At 

the conclusion of the meeting, in order to divide up our 

work, seven sub-committees were formed with the 

following topics: Tournaments, Membership, Awards 

and Recognition, USA Bowling, Marketing, League 

Development, and Bowlers Ed.  The committee stays 

connected via conference calls and emails until the next 

meeting, which will be in January 2016.
